Since its
inception, the department has grown exponentially in the areas of student
intake, quality of academic work and student achievements. The initial
student enrollment was 30. Since then, the B.Tech programme has seen a
gradual increase in the student enrollment, and current annual intake stands
at 180. Taking the needs of the academic institutions and the industry into
cognizance, the department of CSE started M.Tech programme in the year
2003. The current annual intake for the M.Tech programme is 18. This
programme helps to enhance the quality of the academic atmosphere in the
department. The department has excellent infrastructure to support the
teaching learning process. More than half of the class rooms of the
department have integrated computer-assisted teaching systems. The
faculty of the department utilizes these systems to deliver lectures effectively.
A new training facility named E- class room was developed in the year 2009.
The E-class room is capable of hosting 75 participants at a time and has one
dedicated computer terminal for each participant.
